INTRODUCTION 

The PaleDNN Weather Module is designed to be the most flexible, yet most easy to use, weather module available 

for the DotNetNuke platform.  It provides an unparalleled level of flexibility and control for the DNN portal 

administrator through the use of a complete templating system in tandem with a robust set of module settings.  

The module is designed to work very simply out of the box for the basic display of weather forecasts for virtually 

anywhere in the world, but it is also designed to integrate tightly into social networking and other scenarios by 

allowing the portal administrator to leverage existing QueryString parameters already being passed into the page.

 The module can display the current weather forecast virtually anywhere in the world, by city name or by 

U.S. Postal Code.  No knowledge of the underlying weather service LocationID is required. 

 The portal administrator can specify a default location name for which to display the weather forecast.  

This name can be either a city name or a U.S. Postal Code. 

 The portal administrator can specify that the module should display the weather forecast based on the

 The portal administrator can specify what units of measure to display for barometric pressure.

Fahrenheit) are:

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INSTALLATION 

DOTNETNUKE V4.X 

1. When you purchased the PaleDNN Weather Module, you should have received a file named 

PaleDNN_Weather_02.00.00_DNN4x.zip.  Using a file compression utility such as WinZip, extract the 

contents of that file to a folder on your local computer.  Once extracted, the new folder should contain 

the following files:

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LICENSING 

OBTAINING A VALID LICENSE FILE 

When you purchased the PaleDNN Weather Module, you should have also received an email request for certain 

information that is required in order to generate a license file for your installation.  If you did not receive such an 

email, please contact the PaleDNN Support team at support@palednn.com and provide them with the following 

information: 

1. The invoice number for your purchase, which was provided by Snowcovered.com or the DNN Marketplace 

when you purchased the module. 

2. The Host GUID for the DotNetNuke installation in which you will be installing the PaleDNN Weather 

Module.  This can be found by logging in as a Host user and then navigating to the Host > Host Settings 

screen and looking under Basic Settings > Configuration.

3. If you purchased a single portal license (as opposed to a host license), you will also need to provide the 

Portal Id for the specific portal in which you will be installing the PaleDNN Weather Module.  In a 

DotNetNuke 5.x installation and in newer 4.x installations, this can be found by logging in as a host user 

and then navigating to the Host > Portals screen, where Portal Id will be displayed in the first column.  For 

older DotNetNuke 4.x installations, the Portal Id can only be found by either browsing the file system or 

querying the database.  In most cases for a single portal installation, the Portal Id will be 0.  If you have 

any difficulty identifying your Portal Id, please contact the PaleDNN support team at 

support@palednn.com for further assistance.

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INSTALLING THE LICENSE FILE 

Once you have submitted the required information to the PaleDNN support team, you will receive back a .zip file 

containing your digitally signed license file.  Making any alterations to the file will invalidate the license  and a new 

license file will need to be requested.  In order to install the license to an instance of the PaleDNN Weather 

Module, take the following steps: 

1. Using a file compression utility such as WinZip, extract the contents of the license zip file to a folder on 

your local computer. 

2. Log on as an Administrator on the DotNetNuke portal. 

3. Edit the settings for the instance of the PaleDNN Weather Module.

4. At the bottom of the Module Settings screen expand out the PaleDNN Weather Settings section and then 

underneath that expand out the Licensing Settings section.

5. Click on the Upload New File link.  This will change the Upload License control to look like the following:

6. Click the Browse button and select the license file you extracted in step 1. 

7. Click the Upload Selected File link in order to upload the license file and apply it to this module instance.  

The uploaded file will now appear in the File Name drop down. 

Please note that if you are using multiple instances of the PaleDNN Weather Module, you will need to follow the 

above steps to apply the license to each instance of the module. 
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CONFIGURING THE PALEDNN WEATHER MODULE 

The PaleDNN Weather Module contains a multitude of settings that allow the portal administrator to configure the 

module to display in virtually any way that can be rendered in HTML.  In the following section, each of these 

settings will be described in detail.  In order to configure the PaleDNN Weather Module, simply edit the Settings 

for a particular instance of the module. 

 

GENERAL SETTINGS 

The General Settings section contains the most commonly changed settings for the PaleDNN Weather Module.  A 

detailed description for each of these settings follows. 

 

DEFAULT LOCATION NAME 

This setting defines the location the weather module should display by default.  This location can be any arbitrary

Obviously not all values are guaranteed to return a valid weather forecast, and some strings may return an 

unexpected location if there are several possible matches for thaǘ ǾŀƭǳŜΦ  {ŜǘǘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ǾŀƭǳŜ ǘƻ άaƻǎŎƻǿέΣ ŦƻǊ 

example, will probably return the value for Moscow, Arkansas in the United States whereas a more specific value 

ƻŦ άaƻǎŎƻǿΣ wǳǎǎƛŀέ will return the more expected forecast. 
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All locations are based on the Yahoo Weather web service and as such are limited to the locations contained in 

their database.  Locations within the United States are very robust as are the locations of major cities worldwide.  

Smaller cities outside of the United States may or may not be contained in their database, which can only be 

determined by trial and error. 

If no value is set, or if the set value is unable to be resolved to a valid location, the module will default to a location 

of Springfield, Illinois in the United States.  Just curious ς why Springfield? 

USE CURRENT USER LOCATION 

This setting defines whether the module should attempt to display the weather forecast based on the current user.  

There are three possible options for this setting. 

 None (default) 

o When selected, the module will not attempt to display the weather forecast based on the 

current user. 

 By User Profile 

o When selected, the module will attempt to display the weather forecast based on the logged on

situations, such as the user being connected to a Virtual Private Network in a remote location, 

can also lead to inaccurate results. 

ALLOW USERS TO CHANGE LOCATION 

This setting defines whether to display an area at the top of the module that allows the user to enter a different 

location.  This area is not configurable by the Template settings.  By default, this item is checked and in the main 

module view this section is minimized as follows: 

 

When expanded, the section displays a form in which the user can enter a new location as follows:

When the user enters a new location and clicks the Go button, the weather module will attempt to display the 

forecast for the requested location.  If no location is found, then an error message is displayed to the user as 

follows: 

 

ALLOW USERS TO CHANGE TEMPERATURE SCALE 

This setting defines whether to display an area at the top of the module that allows the user to switch between 

Fahrenheit and Celsius for the weather forecast display.  This area is not configurable by the Template settings.  By 

default, this item is checked.  Changing the temperature scale also changes the units of measure used for other 

parts of the forecast such as barometric pressure and wind speed.  This section appears in the upper right corner 

of the main module view as follows: 

 

DEFAULT TEMPERATURE SCALE 

This setting defines which temperature scale will be used by default.  The available options are Fahrenheit (the 

default value) and Celsius.  When Fahrenheit is selected, the temperature and all other units of measure will be 

displayed using the Imperial scale.  When Celsius is selected, the temperature and all other units of measure will 

be displayed using the Metric scale. 

SHOW LINK TO YAHOO WEATHER 

This setting defines whether to display an area at the bottom of the module that shows a link to the Yahoo 

Weather extended forecast for the currently selected location.  This area is not configurable by the Template 

settings.  By default, this item is checked.  This section appears at the bottom of the main module view as follows: 
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QUERYSTRING SETTINGS 

The QueryString Settings section contains settings for passing in a variety of values to the PaleDNN Weather 

Module using the QueryString.  This functionality is designed to be as flexible as possible, with an eye towards 

integrating the module into an existing social networking site or other situations in which there is relevant 

information already present in the QueryString.  A detailed description for each of these settings follows. 

 

CHECK QUERY STRING FOR LOCATION 

This setting defines whether the module will check the query string for passed in parameters.  By default, this item 

is not checked.  If this item is checked, then the module will look for any specified QueryString parameters and 

attempt to set the location based on those parameters. 

LOCATION PARAMETER NAME 

This setting defines the parameter name that will determine the location to be used.  By default, this value is set to 

άǿŜŀǘƘŜǊƭƻŎŀǘƛƻƴέΣ ōǳǘ ŀƴȅ ǾŀƭƛŘ vǳŜǊȅ{ǘǊƛƴƎ ǇŀǊŀƳeter name can be used.  To be consumed by the module, the 

Check Query String for Location checkbox must be checked, and a parameter must be passed into the QueryString 

that matches the one defined in this field.  The value passed in the QueryString can be any arbitrary location name, 

although the value should be URLEncoded in order to be safely passed in the query string.

CITY PARAMETER NAME, STATE PARAMETER NAME, COUNTRY PARAMETER NAME, AND 

COUNTRY CODE PARAMETER NAME 

This collection of settings defines the names of the parameters to pass in to determine the location in a 

moregranular fashion.  By default, none of these values are set.  The purpose of having separate parameters is to 

allow the portal administrator to consume pre-existing parameters already being passed into the page.  The 

difference between the Country parameter and the Country Code parameter is that the Country parameter 

expects a full country name whereas the Country Code parameter expects a standard two-letter country code.

USERID PARAMETER NAME 

This setting defines the name of a parameter to be passed in that will specify a DotNetNuke User Id that exists 

within this portal.  By default, no value is set.  To be consumed by the module, the Check Query String for Location 

checkbox must be checked, and a parameter must be passed into the QueryString that matches the one defined in 

this field.  When this value is present in the QueryString, the module will attempt to resolve a valid location based 

on the profile settings for the specified User Id.

LATITUDE PARAMETER NAME AND LONGITUDE PARAMETER NAME 

These settings define the names of two parameters to be passed in for latitude and longitude.  By default, no value 

is set.  To be consumed by the module, the Check Query String for Location checkbox must be checked, and 

parameters must be passed into the QueryString that match the two defined in these fields.  When these values 

are present in the QueryString, the module will attempt to resolve a valid location based on the passed in values 

for latitude and longitude.

In this example, assume the portal administrator has checked the Check Query String for Location checkbox and is

COMBINED LAT & LONG PARAMETER NAME 

This setting defines the name of a parameter to be passed in that will specify a single geocoded value for latitude 

and longitude in the format of <latitude>,<longitude>.  By default, no value is set.  To be consumed by the module, 

the Check Query String for Location checkbox must be checked, and a parameter must be passed into the 

QueryString that matches the one defined in this field.  When this value is present in the QueryString, the module 

will attempt to resolve a valid location based on the latitude and longitude passed in. 

EXAMPLE #1 

In this example, assume the portal administrator has checked the Check Query String for Location checkbox and is

NO VALID LOCATION FOUND 

This setting defines what the module should do if no valid location can be derived from the QueryString.  This 

setting only applies when the Check Query String for Location checkbox is checked, and no valid location is able to 

be resolved from QueryString values. 

The two options for this setting are: 

1. Display Default Location Instead (default) 

a. When this is selected and no valid location is able to be derived from the QueryString, then the 

module will fall back to displaying the default location.  Depending on what options are set in the 

General Settings section, this might be a location defined in the Default Location field or possibly 

a location based on the current user.

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2. Display Nothing (hide module content) 

a. When this is selected and no valid location is able to be derived from the QueryString, then the 

module content will be blank.  Please note that if the module has a visible container, that 

container may still be visible. 
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UNITS OF MEASURE SETTINGS 

The Units of Measure Settings section contains settings for defining things such as the time format and units of 

measure for barometric pressure and wind speed.  A detailed description for each of these settings follows. 

 

TIME FORMAT 

This setting defines whether the module should render times in a 12- hour or 24-hour format.  This setting has two 

available options: 

1. 12 Hour (default)

SHOW TIME ZONE 

This setting defines whether the three-digit time zone should be displayed when rendering a time.  This item is 

checked by default.  When unchecked, no time zone is displayed. 

BAROMETRIC PRESSURE 

This setting defines the unit of measure to use when rendering the barometric pressure reading.  There are two 

drop down lists, one for Imperial units and one for Metric units.  The selected Imperial unit is used when the 

temperature is displayed in Fahrenheit, and the selected Metric unit is used when the temperature is displayed in 

Celsius.  The available options are as follows: 

 Imperial units 

o in (inches, default)

o atm (atmospheres) 

Á Example display: 0.9926 atm and steady 

o lb/in**2 (pounds per inch squared) 

Á Example display: 14.5872 lb/in**2 and steady

o hPa (hectopascals) 

Á Example display: 1026 hPa and steady 

o kPa (kilopascals) 

Á Example display: 102.6 kPa and steady 

o mmHg (millimeters of mercury) 

Á Example display: 76.9562 mmHg and steady 

o N/m**2 (newtons per square meter) 

Á Example display: 102600 N/m**2 and steady 

WIND SPEED 

This setting defines the unit of measure to use when rendering the wind speed.  There are two drop down lists, 

one for Imperial units and one for Metric units.  The selected Imperial unit is used when the temperature is 

displayed in Fahrenheit, and the selected Metric unit is used when the temperature is displayed in Celsius.  The 

available options are as follows: 

 Imperial measurement units: 

o mph (miles per hour, default) 

Á Example display: SE 2 mph 

o feet per second 

Á Example display: SE 2.93 feet per second 

o feet per minute 

Á Example display: SE 176 feet per minute 

o Knots ς should this be capitalized? 

Á Example display: SE 1.74 knots 

 Metric units: 

o kph (kilometers per hour, default) 

Á Example display: SE 3.22 kph 

o m/s (meters per second) 

Á Example display: SE 0.89 m/s 

o meters per minute

By default, there is a full set of 

CSS styles defined here for use with the standard, out-of-the-box rendering of the weather module.  When the 

module is actually rendered, the value of this textbox is placed inside an HTML style tag.  For example, a style value
